First, we are pleased the final lift has finally been completed along
Four Seasons and Simms. Thanks to all homeowners for your
patience and flexibility during that time.

Next, our property manager, Mindy Soldat, joined us on-site here in
HomeTown. She arrived in early July and has since been able to
spend the majority of her day keeping watch over our neighborhood
and capitalizing on opportunities to enhance the quality of
HomeTown’s outward appearance. 

This past summer, Mindy, Countryside landscaping, and myself spent
time identifying landscaping opportunities, namely at HomeTown’s
front entrance and the Farnsworth pond. We are pricing fencing
options for trouble spot areas to provide greater privacy and safety
from unwelcome foot and/or vehicle traffic. 

We’ve partnered with the Aurora Police Department to assist us in
creating a safe environment here in HomeTown and also received
assistance from our Third Ward Alderman, Stephanie Kifowit, in help-
ing us understand the city’s housing ordinances and stance on rental
properties.

The Board of Directors partnered with the City of Aurora to determine
whether any areas of opportunity exist to allow for additional parking.
The form and substance of this project is still being developed by the
city. We do not have a timetable and do not have any preconceived
solutions. We are open to hear any and all of the city’s suggestions
and will continue efforts to push the city for regular updates.
